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Sutton-Deakin had the Penny Farthing Tavern in Salinas for 17 years before
moving his business to Monterey.

Prior to coming to California, Sutton-Deakin attended hotel-and-restaurant
school and then spent many years working in the trade before he was invited
to move to America in 1980. Two years later, he opened his first pub.

“I'm British; that's my trade,” he says. “It makes sense to have a pub that
serves British food — Cornish pasties, fish'n chips, shepherd’s pie, bangers and
mash — but also salads, fish, burgers, plus beers, wines, scotches and bran-
dies. We want everyone to feel welcome.”

Crown & Anchor features a television at either end of an imposing, well-
stocked bar, so sports fans can sidle up, order a beverage, and watch the
game among comrades. The back of the house hosts a restaurant, where
friends and family can gather to dine in comfort, in a quieter setting more
conducive to conversation.

“At Crown & Anchor,” says Sutton-Deakin, “you should be a stranger here but
once.”

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The cannabis plant has more than 100 cannabinoids — a class of chemical com-
pounds that trigger receptors which affect neurotransmitter release in the brain
— creating various effects in the body. The most notable cannabinoid is tetrahy-
drocannabinol or THC, the main psychoactive compound in cannabis. Another key
element of the plant is cannabidiol or (BD. THC and (BD are the primary parts of
the plant people use to enhance health and wellbeing.

“THC has a more euphoric, psychoactive component, whereas (BD is non-psycho-
active or non-euphoric, and is used to mitigate things like seizures, inflammation
and anxiety,” Stoney says. “I argue there is some perceived psycho-activity, as it
does calm you and ease your mind.

business, she quickly thought of “Bliss,
the song she'd been singing to in the
car, and wrote down “Bliss Boutique.”

(ruz was set to open a second Bliss Boutique when the recession hit, causing her
to pull back, hold tight and wait out the storm. “I was in my heyday, when cus-
tomers would lay down $500, grab and go,” she says. “Then it faded to. . .crick-
ets. It took me three years to rebuild my business, but I was patient. | believed in

Bliss.”

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When Cruz decided it was, once again, time to grow, she knew she needed to
rival her Salinas location, an Art Deco building, with rolling walls, cutouts, and
huge chandeliers. She wasn't sure she could match this beautiful custom build-
ing, until a space opened up in the Rodriquez-Osio adobe, completed by Jacinto
Rodriguez in 1849.

“I'knew this adobe building was the right size and structure to create the ambi-
ance | wanted,” says Cruz, “and the location is a really good fit. Salinas is a locals’
market, but Monterey has a mixed demographic of locals and tourists. | wanted
to cater to the diverse clientele and still be true to who | am and what I do.”

This past October, Cruz opened her second Bliss Boutique under the same con-
cept as the first, but designed to cater to her target audiences.

“What I do, what | bring into the boutique, has to feel intuitively right,” she said.
“But I'm also learning every day. That's important if | want to keep things fresh
and relevant. My inventory moves super-fast, and | need to keep it interesting
and visually stimulating, to keep our reqular customers excited.

While Bliss Boutique carries clothing to suit different tastes and standards, Cruz
is clear that her apparel has a junior contemporary cut. Young women find it true
to size, while more mature women tend to size up. “But everyone really seems to
enjoy the look,” she says.

The large, multi-paneled dog painting on the hill lets you know you've arrived, tells
you it's time to turn off Highway 68, and serves as the unofficial symbol of The SPCA for
Monterey County.

The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (SPCA), housed on 218 acres across
the foothills of Monterey, is dedicated to serving all animals in need, from dogs and
cats, to horses, wildlife and exotic animals, like macaws, snakes and bearded dragons. It
also serves children.

The agency that shelters homeless, neglected, and abused pets and livestock, which
rehabilitates injured wildlife and aids domestic animals in distress, educates more
than 5,000 campers each year, helping kids learn how to respect and care for animals,
developing a compassion and empathy they can transfer to the animals and people in
their lives.

“When we teach compassion for animals, it expands to the people in our lives and
affects the community at large,” says Beth Brookhouser, SPCA director of Community
Outreach.

Since 1905, the vision of the SPCA for Monterey County has been that all animals in
the local community are safe, healthy, respected and valued. Thus, their mission has
been to ensure compassionate treatment of all animals through rescue, rehabilitation,
protection, and education.

“We are not a chapter of any other SPCA, nor are we part of the ASPCA," says Brook-
houser. “We are a nonprofit, donor-supported humane society, dedicated to serving all
animals and the people of this community.”

This dedication earned the SPCA for Monterey County three First-Place awards, as well
as a Second-Place tie, Third-Place award and an honorable mention in the Monterey
Herald's Readers’ Choice Awards.

“What we do would not be possible without the support of this community,” Brook-
houser says. “It costs about $1,200 to get each animal ready for adoption, and adoption
fees don't come close to covering that. We rely on donations, all of which serve local
animals and don't go anywhere else.”

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The SPCA also relies on a volunteer corps of 350 community members, who administer
to the animals in their care. “Our community loves and cares for animals, and we are
an integral part of that," Brookhouser says. It means a lot to us that they respond to our
kindness and compassion for all animals, and that they support our efforts.”

Open seven days a week, the SPCA is the only open-admission shelter for Monterey
County, says Brookhouser. If a person can no longer care for their animal, for whatever
reason, they can surrender the animal to the shelter, no questions asked. “We also are
the only humane investigation unit in the county,” she says, “which means we will
rescue animals from abuse and neglect 24 hours a day.”

While the organization is open from 8am to 5pm daily for animal surrenders or to look
for a pet, and adoptions are scheduled between 11am and 5pm, their voicemail system
makes clear that someone is available 24 hours a day to address animal cruelty or
emergency.

"We have such a broad mission and wide range of programs,” Brookhouser says. “People
may not realize the depth of our services. Most important is that we never close our
doors to animals in need. We are available to all animals.”

SALINAS CITY BBQ SERVES UP SLOW COOKED DELICIOUSNESS DAILY

When it comes to good barbecue, it takes a lot to get it right, and then you don't mess
with it. At Salinas City BBQ, the motto is “real smoked BBQ.” But the goal of the fami-
ly-owned restaurant is to keep it simple. And have patience. Clearly, this formula works
as Salinas City BBQ was named best barbeque in the Monterey Herald's recent Readers’
Choice poll.

The tagline is, “When you're having breakfast, we're cooking your dinner,” says owner
Larry Ingram. The slow-smoking process takes time; sometimes hours, sometimes days.

“Taking cues from different styles of barbecue, we use traditional recipes with unique
rubs and consistent processes,” says Ingram who, with his sons Larry, Eric and Franz,
own RS BBQ, which runs eight different barbecue restaurants.

At each location, the ribs, brisket and tri tip are popular, but the Ingram family knows,
it's all about the barbecue. And they've worked a long time to get it right.

When the family noticed an old BBQ joint for sale in Morgan Hill in 2002, son Franz took
a great interest in the place. Ingram, who was working in the tech industry, bought the

place, and the family has been barbecuing ever since. Once the business grew to three
locations, each son took the helm.

“I think we've been successful,”says Ingram, “because we know it's important to serve a
good product, but it’s also important to create a hospitable environment. Each location
has its own personality; we try to become neighbors, the community barbecue.”

The Ingrams consider their business a family of barbecue restaurants. Like family, they
all have a common core, but each member is a different, with its own character.

With the recent opening of Crossroads BBQ in Carmel, the family-owned business has
grown to eight locations, with Franz serving as the “barbecue master.”

The Ingrams are excited to introduce their BBQ business to Carmel, particularly Larry, Sr.
and wife Teresa, who used to hang out on Carmel Beach during high school. In 1974,
the couple, who now live in Gilroy, honeymooned in Carmel and returned to that same
beach. Probably to barbecue.

One has to wonder if Rosine Culcasi understood, in the early‘80s, when she began
selling her signature four-layer cakes in her eponymous café at Del Monte Shopping
Center, if they'd be as popular among her customers as they were around her family
dining table.

Today, customers who visit Rosine’s Restaurant on Alvarado Street in Monterey, where
she and her husband Jim moved the business in 1986, understand, if they want to
guarantee their favorite flavor will be available by the end of their meal, they'd better
order a slice first.

Some people call ahead.
(ake slices are so generous, guests can't finish them in one sitting — or shouldn't, says

grandson Chris Culcasi. Diners often order their cake in to-go box, take a few bites, and
then bring it home.

“People know, if they don't reserve their slice, there’s a good chance it will be gone by
the time they've finished dinner,” says Chris. “When people want Rosine’s cake badly
enough to call ahead and pay for it, we'll have it for them”

This is only one of the reasons the renowned restaurant won four First-place awards,
two Second-place awards, and seven Honorable Mentions in the Reader’s Choice
awards.
