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ven though there

wasn’t an election in
2019, there are plenty of
changes coming to the
State House and Annapolis
as the 2020 General Assem-
bly session begins. Two
new leaders are poised to
take the helm of both the
House and Senate. It's a
changing of the guard in
leadership for the Mary-
land legislature.

The Annapolis Summit,
now it its 17th year, pro-
vides an opportunity for a
behind-the-scenes preview
of the session. For the sev-
enth year in the row The

A LOOK AT LIKELY KEY
ISSUES AHEAD OF THE 2020
LEGISLATIVE SESSION

The 2020 General Assembly session
is expected to be as lively as any with a
number of policy issues certain to be of
interest to a vast majority of residents.

And while it is impossible to sum up
the thousands of bills likely to be intro-
duced or guess which from among them
will suddenly jump from being flotsam

in the bottom of a chairman’s drawer to
awaiting the governor’s signature, here
are a few things to keep an eye on this
session.

Education funding

There is nothing bigger in Annapolis
this year.

The promise of sweeping, cutting-edge
education reforms come with a sizable
price tag — ultimately $4 billion annually.

A large number of initiatives coming
to Annapolis this year will certainly be
discussed and debated within the con-
text of this one education bill.

Republican Gov. Larry Hogan de-
scribes the costs as budget-busting. Po-
litical rhetoric aside, the costs will have
the potential of sucking the air out of the
room for proposals with significant (and
perhaps moderate) fiscal notes.

Toss in the legislature’s desire to start

shaving down the projected budget defi-
cits that grow over the next few years —
pre-Kirwan spending — plus the search
for potential new revenue sources and
concerns about a looming economic
downturn and it’s easy to see how edu-
cation policy will drive the session.

In 2002, the General Assembly ad-
journed having passed what was then a
monumental change in education fund-
ing known as Thornton. Lawmakers left
town in an election year having funded
just one year of the $1.3 billion plan and
leaving out future years to be cobbled
together. Is there enough institutional
knowledge remaining in the House and
Senate to avoid that scenario this year?

The new presiding officers

The coming session will start to an-
swer the question: What does the legis-
lature look like in a post-Mikes era?

The death of House Speaker Michael
Busch and Senate President Thomas V.
Mike Miller Jr.’s decision to not seek
re-election to a position he has held for
more than three decades (Miller will
still serve as a senator) will likely have
profound effects on how business is con-
ducted.

Many questions remain to be an-
swered, including: How Speaker Adri-
enne Jones handles the politics of the
job? Will she and incoming Senate Pres-
ident William “Bill” Ferguson move their
respective chambers more to the left?
How does Baltimore fare under presid-
ing officers from the region? And how do
other larger jurisdictions preserve their
place at the table?

Also yet to be answered is what effect
this has on Hogan’s relationship with
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The 2020 Maryland General Assembly session will feature many hot topics, but changes in leadership in
both chambers and on key committes will bring a new look to Annapolis.

both chambers now that he won't have
his friend Mike Miller on the Senate ros-
trum.

Taxes

With how to pay for Kirwan tops on
the minds of Democrats and Republi-
cans alike there is likely to be some dis-
cussion of taxes.

Hogan has railed against Democrats
for tax hikes. Since 2014 there has ap-
peared to be little stomach for increases
among the Democratic majority that has
overruled Hogan’s vetoes nearly at every

turn.

But that is not to say that Maryland
hasn’t seen changes in its taxes includ-
ing expansions of the hotel tax to short-
term rentals through companies such as
Airbnb and the extension of the state
sales tax to online retailers.

Some lawmakers may look this year to
expand the sales tax to services, a move
that some say could be a major revenue
generator.

Progressives likely will also want to
get changes to corporate taxes and rates
charged to top earners on the agenda.

Cannabis

Legalization isn’t expected to happen
this year, but that doesn’t mean cannabis
won’t be on the agenda.

A legislative panel examining issues
around legal recreational marijuana
will almost certainly continue to work
through larger policy concerns, includ-
ing keeping pot out of the hands of mi-
nors and more complicated issues of
how to handle the criminal records of
those convicted of possession charges if
the state moves to legalize adult use.

There could also be legislation that
seeks to deal with issues such as drug
testing and other employment matters as
they relate to the state’s medical canna-
bis industry.

A wild card this session could be how
lawmakers, especially in the Legislative
Black Caucus, react to the awarding of
four grower and 10 processer licenses
possibly as early as February. If minori-
ty applicants are shut out again, it could
provoke another volley of criticism.

It is not clear who will lead that charge
with the resignation and indictment of

Del. Cheryl Glenn, who championed the
passage of medical cannabis laws in the
state and whose mother gave her name
to the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Can-
nabis Commission.

Medically assisted suicide

Supporters of medically assisted sui-
cide are coming back to Annapolis one
year after a bill failed in 2019 by a single
vote.

Supporters reportedly are ramping up
lobbying efforts and engaging at least
three separate lobbying firms in the latest
push to allow terminally ill patients over
age 21 to request and receive life-ending
medication from their physicians who
conclude they have at most six months
to live. Qualifying patients could be giv-
en a prescription for a life-ending dose
of medication, which they would have to
administer themselves.

After days of emotional debate on
both sides in the House and Senate, the
bill failed in 2019 when Sen. Obie Pat-
terson, D-Prince George’s, followed his
conscience (and violated Senate rules)

by refusing to cast a yes or no vote de-
spite being in his seat in the chamber.

Gaming

This could be the year for legalizing
sports betting in Maryland. If the Gener-
al Assembly finally adopts a bill legaliz-
ing that activity, the measure could be on
the 2020 ballot for voters to approve in
November.

Lawmakers held off passing similar
legislation in 2018 that would have gone
on the ballot contingent with a Supreme
Court ruling in a seminal New Jersey
case.

Still to be answered is if sports gaming
would be limited to casinos and horse
race venues. Lottery dealers and tavern
owners would certainly make their cases
for a taste of the action run through the
state lottery.

It’s also worth watching to see if gam-
ing in Maryland has become so widely
accepted that lawmakers will push to re-
move gambling from the state constitu-
tion. The language was put there in 2008
after some lawmakers believed the only
way they could vote to legalize slots was
to approve it as a constitutional amend-
ment. The change, however, has made
the state lethargic and poorly equipped
to deal with changes in the industry,
such as sports betting.

Transportation

The governor’s much-desired toll lane
expansions of the Capital Beltway, in-
cluding the American Legion Bridge,
has drawn the attention of lawmakers in
Montgomery and Prince George’s coun-
ties.

Hogan has proposed perhaps the larg-
est public-private partnership in North
America, estimated to cost as much as
$15 billion. Plans to move the proposal
through the Board of Public Works have
stalled.

The delays could give Del. Marc Kor-
man, a Montgomery County Democrat
who now leads the House Appropria-
tions Subcommittee on Transportation,
and others an opportunity to consider
potential changes that could either limit
how the three-member Board of Public
Works considers such projects or gives
the legislature more oversight.

Legislative leadership changes seen as
a boon for Baltimore region

The ascendance of House Speaker
Adrienne Jones of Baltimore County and
incoming Senate President William “Bill”
Ferguson of Baltimore will likely benefit
the city and the region. As leaders of their
respective chambers, Jones and Ferguson
are two of the three most powerful people
in state politics. Their roles provide a tre-
mendous opportunity to look out for their
home districts and regions.

The rise of Jones and Ferguson rep-
resents the first time since 1985 under Sen-
ate President Melvin “Mickey” Steinberg
and House Speaker Ben Cardin that leader-
ship came from the Baltimore region. For-

mer Sen. Clarence Mitchell IV, a radio host
on WBAL, said Jones and Ferguson taking
over their respective chambers — from the
late Speaker Michael Busch and outgoing
Senate President Thomas V. Mike Miller Jr.
, respectively — is more important to the
city than when Steinberg and Cardin last
held the gavels.

The new presiding officers, however,
will have to take into consideration other
parts of the state, including Montgomery
and Prince George’s counties which are
home to roughly a third of the 188 lawmak-
ers. They are all Democrats.

HBCU supporters eye legislative solution
to protracted litigation

Thirteen years after filing a lawsuit al-
leging the state of Maryland had willfully
supported predominantly white institutions
over historically black colleges, backers of
the traditionally black schools sense an op-
portunity to resolve the case — but they see
that opportunity in the state legislature not
the courts.

Years of protracted litigation, mediation
and negotiations have left Maryland and

the Coalition for Equity and Excellence in
Higher Education without a resolution in
the case, despite rulings from a federal
judge in the coalition’s favor.

Leadership changes and failure this
summer in the parties’ fourth attempt at
mediation have created a new sense of
urgency and the hope that the legislature
could be the venue to resolve the lawsuit.

Legislators

to weigh bills

to protect the
rights of cannabis
patients

The Maryland General Assembly,
having legalized the medical use of mar-
ijuana, will continue to consider ways to
prevent discrimination in employment,
workers’ compensation, housing and
handgun permit applications for patients
who use a drug still regarded as illegal by
the federal government, legislators say.

The legislature will also continue to
examine ways to regulate the advertising
of medical marijuana to ensure materials
do not promote the recreational use of
the drug or make cannabis attractive to
minors, lawmakers added.

These measures died in the legis-
lature last session but are expected to
be reintroduced in 2020 and perhaps
beyond. It often takes years of debate
before bills are passed by the Maryland
legislature, such as when lawmakers
abolished the death penalty, allowed
same-sex marriage and terminated the
parental rights of a mother or father
who conceived or sired a child through
non-consensual intercourse.

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Exoneree
compensation
process could be
streamlined

The Board of Public Works compen-
sated five wrongly convicted men recently,
but only after mounting public pressure
and months of delays. The incident raised
questions about Maryland’s compensation
process for exonerees. Legislators and ad-
vocates will ask the General Assembly to
craft a new system that would streamline
the process and standardize payments.

Recreational
marijuana
legislation unlikely

The future appears hazy for legalizing
recreational marijuana in Maryland in the
coming legislative session.

An 19-member legislative work group
has been tasked with taking a deep dive on
how Maryland might go about legalizing rec-
reational cannabis as well as issues related
to employment, criminal justice, social eq-
uity and even the medical cannabis industry.

Instead of a recommendation for a bill,
members of the work group say it is more
likely they ultimately will produce a report
containing a statement of general consen-
sus on a number of issues, including racial
diversity in the industry and expungement
of criminal records for at least some con-
victed of possession charges.

A number of complicated issues remain
impediments to legalization, including em-
ployment, workers compensation, driving
under the influence, how licenses would be
distributed as well as diversity issues and
criminal record expungement.

Keeping the Preakness in Baltimore

News of an agreement between
the city of Baltimore and the owner of
struggling Pimlico Race Course to keep
the Preakness Stakes in Baltimore was
greeted with euphoria in October. The
agreement called for the redevelopment
of Pimlico and the surrounding area and
upgrades at Laurel Park at a projected
cost of $372.9 million.

It was called a win for everyone — The
Stronach Group, owner of the two tracks;
the city; the surrounding community in
northwest Baltimore; and the horse-rac-

ing industry.

But, huzzahs aside, the agreement
still needs several things to happen, all of
which will require approval from the leg-
islature and governor.

Provisions of state law have to be
amended; the role of the Maryland Sta-
dium Authority, which will issue bonds
to finance much of the work at the two
tracks, has to be clarified; and a long-term
funding stream set up.

In other words — it’s not yet a done
deal.

Will new leadershi
judicial committee

Sen. William C. “Will” Smith Jr. says
he plans to take a go-slow approach in
what will be his first General Assembly
session as chair of the Senate Judicial
Proceedings Committee.

“T'll be limiting the bills that I spon-
sor,” said Smith, D-Montgomery, who
will take over for retiring Sen. Robert A.
“Bobby” Zirkin when the 90-day session
starts Jan. 8. “I am going to hold off so
that I can acclimate to the new position.”

But Smith’s reluctance to press ahead
forcefully with legislation is not shared by
others on the Senate panel or lawmakers
on the House Judiciary Committee, which
also has reviewing authority over bills
concerning criminal, civil and family law
and the Maryland judiciary.

Many lawmakers say the legislature’s
leftward change in leadership this session

g impact Senate

—not only on the Senate committee but in
the House and Senate generally — makes
them cautiously optimistic about pros-
pects for their legislative efforts, which
were either discouraged or stalled under
the prior, more moderate leadership.

These legislative proposals include
calls to impose background checks on
purchasers of long guns and to permit
terminally ill patients to be provided upon
request a lethal amount of medication for
them to take themselves.

Another measure would prohibit the
jailing of motorists for driving with a
suspended license when the suspension
resulted from their inability to pay a fine
and would enable injured police officers
and firefighters to seek damages from the
individuals who caused their injuries.
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EDUCATION FUNDING
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Kirwan recommendations a step toward improving education

Public education in Mary-
land is at a crossroads, and our
children are counting on adults
to do the right thing. For too
long, our public schools have
operated under an outdated
and inadequate funding for-
mula. Every time you walk into
a school, you see the effects
of that underfunding — from
rising class sizes, to fabulous
teachers who are leaving, to
struggling learners not getting
the extra support or equal op-
portunities that all students
deserve.

These problems aren’t just
anecdotal, they're systemic.
As of 2015, 53% of black stu-
dents in Maryland attended
school districts that were un-
derfunded by 15% or more,
compared to only 8% of white
students. Analysts have found
that Maryland spends 5% less
on schools serving students liv-
ing in poverty and that each of
our schools is underfunded by,
on average, $2 million a year.

No matter what neighbor-
hood you raise your children
in, it should have strong public
schools. But right now in too
many places in Maryland, kids
don’t have the same access to a
great education.

The good news is we have
a pathway to fundamentally
improve our schools and break
out of the status quo through
the Blueprint for Maryland’s
Future and the recommenda-
tions of the Kirwan Commis-
sion.

The blueprint will make a
big difference for Maryland stu-
dents. An investment to ensure
that more students have access
to dynamic career and techni-
cal programs will provide the

opportunity for students to
graduate truly career- and col-
lege-ready. The blueprint will
hire more educators to provide
small group and one-on-one
support for struggling learn-
ers, particularly early in their
schooling. Sending additional
resources to students living in
concentrated poverty, students
receiving special education
services and English language
learners will help level the
playing field. Hiring more
mental health professionals
like counselors and psychol-
ogists, whose caseloads are
currently two and three times
recommended levels, will help
students overcome social-emo-
tional challenges and be pre-
pared to succeed academically.

The blueprint will also
make a big difference for Mary-
land educators. Right now, 50%
of educators work a second
job to make ends meet, and
47% of new teachers leave the
profession by their third year.
Enrollment in teaching pro-
grams is plummeting, drying
up the pipeline of new teach-
ers and contributing to annual
shortages across the state. This
is no way to build and sustain
any profession, let alone one so
critical to our future. The blue-
print would increase teacher
salaries to bring them on par
with similar professions and
high-performing states like
New Jersey and Massachu-
setts, as well as increasing the
time that teachers have to plan
and collaborate. Research has
found that these reforms have
positive impacts on student
achievement and educator re-
cruitment and retention.

The blueprint will also be

good for Maryland’s economy.
It’s the single most important
educational and economic re-
form that we can make. A re-
cent analysis conducted by the
Sage Policy Group — whose
CEO is the chairman of Gov.
Larry Hogan’s Economic Devel-
opment Commission — found
that full implementation of the
blueprint would provide bil-
lions in annual boosts to Mary-
land’s economy, help 10,000+
women join the workforce and
pay for itself by FY2034. The
higher educational attainment
that the blueprint would give
students would mean higher
lifetime incomes and lower
public assistance costs and in-
carceration rates.

The full implementation of
the blueprint would mean not
just a new era of school fund-
ing, it would mean a new era of
school accountability as well.
In addition to the inspector
general that the General As-

sembly created last year, the
Kirwan Commission has pro-
posed the creation of an inde-
pendent oversight board made
up of education policy experts
who will help ensure that im-
plementation goes according
to plan and stays on schedule.

We've seen a lot of
wildly inaccurate num-
bers thrown around about
how much the blueprint
would cost. Here’s the deal:
Budget analysts have found
that routine growth in popula-
tion and economic activity will
cover about 70% of the new
funding formula. The legisla-
ture, and voters, have already
begun to cover the rest through
passing Question 1 in 2018 and
taking action to comply with
the Supreme Court’s Wayfair
decision, collectively adding
hundreds of millions of dol-
lars more annually for school
funding. Poll after poll has
shown that Marylanders over-
whelmingly support increasing
school funding. The only peo-
ple talking about massive tax
increases are those who op-
pose this historic investment in
our schools. Our kids deserve
better than scare tactics.

The blueprint will create
strong schools in every neigh-
borhood by expanding career
and technical education, hiring
more educators and increasing
their pay, providing additional
support to struggling learners,
and delivering a more prosper-
ous future for our state. We
must take action during the
2020 General Assembly session
to adequately and equitably
fund our schools and ensure
that all students have the op-
portunities that they deserve.
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Maryland transportation’s plan needs to he multimodal

Governor Hogan'’s first trans-
portation secretary recently re-
signed and on his way out the
door he told a newspaper, “I
believe we still have a dispropor-
tionate share of the (transporta-
tion) trust fund going to transit.”

What the departing secre-
tary never seemed to understand
about Maryland is that focusing
on multiple modes of transporta-
tion: bus, rail, air, sea, bike, feet
and yes, cars, is a feature, not a
bug, of the state’s system.

Fifty years ago, the Curlett
Commission proposed reorga-
nizing the executive branch in
Maryland into a Cabinet form
government. As to transporta-
tion, the report said it would
“include programs and agencies
primarily concerned with the
transportation of people and
goods within and through the
State.”

That original mission state-
ment does not mention cars or
roads. It proposed the combina-
tion of 13 agencies or state com-
missions under a consolidated
Maryland Department of Trans-
portation. Following this vision,
the department and a consoli-
dated Transportation Trust Fund,
our state’s multimodal transpor-
tation budget, was established
in 1971 under the visionary lead-
ership of our state’s first MDOT
secretary (and future governor)
Harry Hughes.

Since that time, that multi-
modal mission has advanced. The
Port of Baltimore is booming and
BWI-Thurgood Marshall Airport
has the most passengers of any
airport in the D.C. region. Plenty
of roads, tunnels and bridges
have been built and, to be sure,
there is work to do to maintain
that necessary infrastructure.

What is now the Maryland

Transit Administration provides
local subway, light rail and bus
service in the Baltimore region.
MDOT began subsidizing private
commuter rail in 1974, and that
evolved into the state’s MARC
commuter rail service in 1984.

In a series of legislative steps
over the years, the state has
picked up more of the costs for
the Washington Metropolitan
Area Transit Authority that used
to be the responsibility of local
governments and taxpayers, cul-
minating in regional, bipartisan
passage of dedicated funding in
2018.

But despite that long-term
multimodal trend, the largest
share of the state’s transporta-
tion capital spending has always
gone to the State Highway Ad-
ministration in both state and
federally budgeted funds. The
Hogan administration cut the
Baltimore region Red Line light
rail project; has slowed down any
progress on the Southern Mary-
land Rapid Transit plan; slated
for elimination the Bus Rapid
Transit Corridor Cities Transit-
way and abandoned support for
other BRT lines; under-invested
in MTA’s capital needs by $200
million per year, according to
their own estimates; and has no
new transit projects in the plan-
ning stage for the first time in
anyone’s memory.

It has done all this while pro-
moting a pie-in-the-sky four lane
mega highway toll lane widening
that will allegedly cost the state
Nno money; pose no taxpayer risk;
solve all of our traffic problems;
not require the taking of any land;
and will somehow help the envi-
ronment (none of which can be
achieved).

Maryland needs to remember
the founding multimodal mission

of MDOT and the need to move
people, not cars, while also rec-
ognizing the role transportation
infrastructure has to play in eco-
nomic development and preserv-
ing our environment. Over the
next few years, Maryland needs
to:

— Increase investment in tran-
sit: Maryland must maintain and
expand existing transit lines, as
well as build new ones around the
state; establish run-through com-
muter rail service with Virginia;
plug MTA’s maintenance/state of
good repair gap; and finish and
implement the Regional Transit
Plan for Central Maryland. And
we must prioritize and incentivize
the use of transit, not just lament
its existence or ridership.

— Ensure transportation in-
vestments are environmentally
sustainable: Maryland must fully
embrace the Transportation &
Climate Initiative, a regional
partnership to cap and reduce
the amount of greenhouse gases
emitted by the transportation
sector, now our largest emit-

ter; electrify our state, local and
school bus fleets; expand elec-
tric charging infrastructure and
access to electric vehicles; and
encourage sustainable develop-
ment around transit.

— Reform our transportation
planning: Maryland must do
more to integrate local and re-
gional priorities in transportation
decision-making; place sensible
limits and controls on the use of
mega toll lane projects that can
enter the state into 50-year con-
tracts for 100-year infrastructure
with just two votes; require that
planning take account of mul-
timodalism and mandate that
any new infrastructure accom-
modate bikers, pedestrians and
other users; and continue the re-
cent work of the State Highway
Administration that has begun to
recognize that context matters.

- Sustain and enhance our
success: The Port of Baltimore
and Thurgood Marshall BWI
Airport are economically critical
components of our state’s trans-
portation system and Maryland
must keep them in their prime
regional positions.

We must undertake all of this
while we maintain, enhance and
make safer the existing road net-
work that we have, including our
bridges and tunnels, and ensure
equitable access for all Maryland-
ers, whether they be economi-
cally disadvantaged or in need of
paratransit.

These are just some exam-
ples of the work the legislative
and executive branches need to
undertake together, along with
our county and municipal part-
ners, community members, and
other stakeholders, as we look
towards building a successful fu-
ture for Maryland’s multimodal
transportation system.

5G technology moving ahead thanks to local involvement

Here we go again. Less than
a year ago we worked to dispel
fears that without industry-sup-
ported legislation, Maryland
wouldn’t move forward with ex-
citing 5G technology.

As it turned out, those fears
were unfounded and the argu-
ments encouraging them untrue.
And the proof is all around us.

Maryland’s cities and coun-
ties are 5G ready! Nearly 50 juris-
dictions in Maryland have already
enacted local ordinances or regu-
lations governing small cells, and
dozens more are pending. In fact,
thousands of small cells are cur-
rently deployed across Maryland
and have been deployed success-
fully under mutually agreeable
terms between the jurisdiction
and industry without the need
for state preemption on local au-
thority.

Cities and counties across
Maryland are providing a local
path forward that preserves an
open and transparent public ap-
proval process, considers com-
munity needs and standards,
protects public safety, maintains
the aesthetics of historic areas
and undergrounded neighbor-
hoods, while enhancing wireless
coverage for their communities.

Despite widespread deploy-
ment and local regulation, the
wireless industry is back at it
again, continuing to push a narra-
tive that a statewide bill preempt-
ing local governments is needed.
The reality of the matter is the
wireless industry only seeks pre-
emptive legislation to take away

the locals’ right to have a say in
how small cells are deployed in
their communities.

The industry doesn’t want
to hear from homeowners who
are concerned when a refrig-
erator-sized small cell pops up
outside their bedroom window.
Or from residents who question
health standards. Or from neigh-
borhoods whose utilities are
undergrounded. Or from civic
engineers who wish to ensure
poles and installations are up to
local safety standards. Or from
those concerned with the equity
of wireless providers deploying
the “latest and greatest” technol-
ogy in cherry-picked areas while
unserved and underserved areas
continue to fall behind.

The industry wants preemp-
tion because it's more convenient
for them. They don’t want to hear
or deal with the many things that
local government officials must
hear and take into consideration
when developing local laws for
the communities they represent.

So, what local governments
continue to oppose is putting
corporate welfare ahead of com-
munity needs and input.

Local governments oppose
the dilution of long-standing ex-
isting local authority over land-
use decisions and the wireless
industry’s attempt to circumvent
local application and permitting
review processes. We must be
able to protect the safety and
interest of our communities
through these critical reviews.

the unfettered use of public land
and property by billion-dollar
private companies at below cost.
Taxpayers should not be subsi-
dizing Fortune 100 companies
whose primary concerns are their
bottom lines and their sharehold-
ers. For local governments, our
residents and our neighborhoods
come first.

Local governments oppose
the “one-size-fits-all” approach
of state preemption, especially
when it involves the local ad-
ministration of a complex and
emerging technology. Communi-
ties vary widely in their location,
size, needs and overall character.

gearing up for the “5G revolution”
and the promise of “connected
cities” of tomorrow with all the
technological advancements the
future entails. But they are mak-
ing sure these advancements are
made in connection with their
community’s needs, goals, and
character.

Maryland must advance 5G
small cells in a way that makes
sense for our communities. The
best path forward is to continue
to support a regulatory frame-
work managed by the local gov-
ernments of the communities
where thousands more small
cells will be in the very near fu-
ture.
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State needs to help keep pace with new technology

Across Maryland, munic-
ipalities are preparing for 5G
— rapidly evolving technology
that will be the backbone of
broadband’s future. However,
an uncoordinated and frag-
mented approach to building
the infrastructure will likely im-
pede progress and delay access
to critical technology. Maryland
needs a statewide, coordinated
approach to rapid deployment
of 5G technology that provides
equitable access across the
state and a balanced competi-
tive environment.

What exactly is it? Cur-
rently, our broadband system
(which powers almost every-
thing you do on your cellphone)
runs on 4G technology. 5G will
drive speeds up to 10 times
faster. You'll be able to con-
nect reliably and consistently
to exponentially more devices,
with virtually no latency or “lag
time.”

But we're not just talking
about lightning-fast downloads:
5G paves the way for smart
cities, autonomous vehicles,
remote surgery and so much
more. To say it will revolution-

ize the way we live, work, play,
and interact is a vast under-
statement.

The technology is changing,
and our laws need to change
with it. More than 20 other
states, including Virginia and
Delaware, have passed legisla-
tion to lay the groundwork for
5G. Here in Maryland, we need
to update our regulations to
prepare for, encourage and em-
brace the installation of modern
broadband infrastructure.

The framework behind 5G
is made up of “small cells,”
or small antennas that are in-
stalled on utility poles, build-
ings and streetlights to power
our 5G system. Private wireless
companies are prepared to foot
the bill for installation and train
and hire new employees in the
process. Regulations should
support statewide, consistent
and equitable installation, with
local communities signing off
on the plans and collecting rea-
sonable permitting fees to cover
costs in the process.

Maryland needs to stay
competitive with the rest of
the nation and the world. In the

not-so-distant future, 5G will
be essential to attracting and
retaining the tech-heavy com-
panies, entrepreneurs, startups
and established global brands
that bring jobs, investment and
long-term growth.

In addition to many other
benefits, 5G will save lives. Bio-
metrics will allow doctors to
remotely identify, treat and pre-
vent health conditions before

patients even know they exist.
Wearable devices, artificial in-
telligence and sophisticated
communications will empower
emergency first responders to
provide advanced care and di-
agnostics while enhancing their
own safety. The ability to mon-
itor roads, railways and bridges
in real time means near-instan-
taneous responses to potential
emergencies. In short, 5G will
bring stronger emergency man-
agement, better medical care
and safer communities.

There’s no question that
those who clear the way for 5G
and the small-cell infrastructure
that makes it possible will lead
the pack in realizing its tremen-
dous and widespread benefits.
We must take steps today to
position ourselves for the op-
portunities of tomorrow. To get
in shape for one of the biggest
build-outs of tech infrastructure
in history, Maryland needs to
establish regulations that sup-
port rapid deployment, evenly
and fairly throughout the state.

Let’s do it now. It’s time to
begin running toward the end-
less possibilities of 5G.

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MARYLAND’S TOP LOBBYISTS TOTALED NEARLY
$15 MILLION THROUGH 2019 REPORTING PERIOD

Ten lobbyists reported client fees of nearly $15 million last
year, the Maryland State Ethics Commission reports.

The combined reported earnings for the top 10 accounted
for more than $3 of every $10 reported earned by all Annapolis
lobbyists reporting total client payments of at least $50,000.

Overall, 174 registered lobbyists reported earning $50,000 or
more for the period for a combined total of nearly $49.1 million
for the period of Nov. 1, 2018 to Oct. 31, 2019, which includes
all of the 90-day 2019 General Assembly Session.

Reported earnings to the ethics commission represent the
amount of client fees paid. Those figures do not include fac-
tors including overhead nor take into account other lobbyists
at the same firm who also performed services for the same
clients.

Topping the list again is Gerard “Gerry” Evans who reported
more than $2.6 million in client fees — more than $475,000
more than his report for the same period a year earlier. Evans
is a former chair of the Maryland Democratic Party and a top
legislative aide to outgoing Senate President Thomas V. Mike
Miller Jr.

Timothy Perry, of Perry, White, Ross & Jacobson and a for-
mer chief of staff to Miller, remains reported nearly $2.4 mil-
lion, more than $100,000 more than the year before.

Bruce Bereano fell to third from the mid-year report, earn-
ing $1.9 million. Bereano is a former aide to former senate
presidents William James and Steny Hoyer.

Lisa Harris Jones, Harris Jones & Malone LLC, remains the
only woman in the top 10 with reported earnings of slightly less
than $1.2 million. Her reported earnings were good enough for
fifth on the list, one spot lower than the same time last year.

One notable absence in the end of year reports top earner
list is former Sen. Robert Garagiola who, along with his wife
Hannah Powers Garagiola and five others, left Alexander &
Cleaver. The power lobbying couple and the other defectors
opened Compass Government Relations.

Robert Garagiola was frequently among the top lobbyists in
terms of reported earnings. Last year he reported more than
$735,000, good enough for seventh on the list for the previous
November to April reporting period.

For the most recent year, Garagiola, a consultant at Com-
pass Government Relations, reported payments of more
than $115.000. Hannah Powers Garagiola reported more than
$826,000 for the same period. Her totals were good enough to
finish in the top 15.

Alexander & Cleaver is currently embroiled in lawsuits it
filed against Hannah Powers Garagiola and five other former
employees as well as a number of former clients who left the
firm early last year.

Terminally I11 Marylanders Need Legisla-
ture to Pass End-of-Life Option Act in 2020

Maryland’s End-of-Life Option Act (Richard
E. Israel and Roger “Pip” Moyer Act) would
authorize medical aid in dying as an option for
terminally ill adults to peacefully end un-
bearable suffering.

73%, Democrats: 70%, Republicans: 53%,
whites: 69%, Catholics: 65%, Protestants:
62%, Jews: 67% and Muslims: 52%).

o The Maryland State Medical Society ad-
opted a neutral stance on the legislation
after a 2016 survey showed the majority
of its members supported it.
