Garth Fagan Dance has
collaborated with Grammy Award-winning
Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra and
the group will headline the CGI Rochester
International Jazz Festival in collaboration
with Monty Alexander.

Since its founding in 1970, Garth Fagan
Dance has been a strong community
partner, enriching the local community
with special performances and educational
programs.

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his year marks the centennial celebration of the Jack Rabbit
roller coaster at Seabreeze Amusement Park. The Jack Rabbit
is the oldest continuously operating roller coaster in the nation.
“The Jack Rabbit has such a rich history, and to be able to 4 \ N
celebrate that in the year 2020 is a special gem that the Rochester B ’
community is a part of,” said Genevieve Norris-Brown, director of HR
and operations and park manager. “We love that we can continue the
legacy of the Jack Rabbit as a structure as well as the memories that
it has provided to many generations of families.”
When the Jack Rabbit took its first passengers for a spin in 1920,
it was the fastest roller coaster in the world. Miller & Baker Inc.
constructed the coaster in 1920 after John Miller received a patent for
his invention of under-friction technology on railway structures. The
wooden coaster’s tallest vertical drop is 60 feet, and its maximum
speed is 42 mph. Twenty people can ride the one-minute-and-45-
second coaster at a time.
“In the Rochester community, it’s a rite of passage to hit the 48-
inch mark—when kids are finally tall enough to be able to ride their

first big roller coaster,” added Norris-Brown. “Kids get so excited Seabreez_e
and their expressions are invaluable.

The year 2020 is a particularly important
year, being the 200th anniversary of favorite
daughter Susan B. Anthony’s birthday and
the 100th anniversary of enactment of the
19th Amendment that gave women the right
to vote.

Learn more about Anthony and her
fight for women'’s right to vote at the
museum in her former home just west of
downtown. (Find out more at SusanB.org.)
She is buried at Mount Hope Cemetery, as
is fellow activist Frederick Douglass, the
former slave who used Rochester as a base
for advocating the abolition of slavery,
helping escaped slaves and publishing two
newspapers. Several sites around the city
are connected to Douglass and can be
found in the self-guided walking tour at
www.douglasstour.com/tour/. We are also
just a hop, skip and jump from Seneca Falls,
home of the National Women’s Hall of Fame,
and Auburn, site of museums honoring
abolitionists Harriet Tubman and William
Henry Seward.

But the bedrock of Rochester’s
prosperity lies in its history of invention
and ingenuity. With roots laid by the likes
of George Eastman (Eastman Kodak), John
Jacob Bausch and Henry Lomb (Bausch
& Lomb), Hiram Sibley (Western Union)
and Joseph Wilson (Xerox), it’'s no wonder
that today this city is home to scores of
innovative companies.

And that Flour/Flower City business?
The city has been known as both over the
years. The area got its manufacturing start
harnessing the power of its falls to mill
grain. The advent of the Erie Canal helped
cement the city’s role in the grain industry,
leading to the “Flour City” moniker. But then
the Ellwanger & Barry gardening company
became a financial juggernaut in the
mid-1800s, at one point having 500 acres
in cultivation. That and the city’s growing

All these innovators, large and small,
helped shape the Rochester that you
see today, and you can still walk in their
footsteps to help history come alive
throughout the city.

f there’s a restaurant trend in

Rochester, it seems to be that

one successful place begets
another one, particularly by the
same restaurateurs.

Winton Village’s newest eatery,
Lucky’s, opened in February before it
had its liquor license—you’ll see later
why that’s significant—and is the latest
in a group of creative restaurants from
a team of chefs/designers/owners.

The team is Chuck Cerankosky, who
has designed a number of restaurants,
chef Dan Martello and Mike Calabrese,
who also owns Java’s.

The three are all partners in Good
Luck, the clanging upscale eatery in
an industrial building on Anderson
Avenue. Good Luck took over much of
the first-floor space formerly inhabited
by a rambling fabric and upholstery
store. Most of the rest of the building
is devoted to artists’ studios.

When Good Luck opened in 2008,
the concept of sharing plates with
everyone at the table was still a bit new
in Rochester. Of course diners have
been sharing food for eons, but Good
Luck formalized the practice.

In 2012 the trio opened Cure at the
Rochester City Public Market. The
restaurant seems to be a Java’s coffee
house during days the market is open.
But on Wednesday through Sunday
nights, the same space operates as
Cure, highlighting French foods and
charcuterie.

A year later Cerankosky started
the Rochester Cocktail Revival, an
annual festival that celebrates the type
of drinks that millennials love, and that
are also prominently featured at the
trio’s other culinary ventures.

Social, 20 Carlson Road, a bowling
alley with a bar and restaurant in it?

In any case, the food is better and
more sophisticated than anything
you’ve ever eaten in a bowling alley.
Just be prepared for all the crashing
bowling pins.

More recently, the trio added
an event space for up to 350
people attached to Good Luck,
called Jackrabbit Club.

And then there’s Lucky’s, a casual
neighborhood place that took over a
former neighborhood place known as
the Wintonaire at 628 N. Winton Road.
With the owners’ pedigrees in mixed
drinks, they couldn’t open up without
cocktails just because their liquor
license wasn’t finalized yet. So for
the first few weeks they offered only
“mocktails,” drinks with all the fancy
frills and flavors of cocktails, but none
of the alcohol. Cocktail purists will be
happy to know the hard stuff became
available in early March.

Cerankosky, at least, was becoming
food and beverage director at a
brand-new concept—a Middle Eastern
restaurant that is also a bowling alley
and place to play skeeball, table tennis,
darts and other games.

Hochstein School, born in a WWI tragedy, has enriched community

his year marks the 100th anni-

versary of the Hochstein School,

which was founded in 1920 to

commemorate David Hochstein,
an acclaimed violinist who was killed in
World War .

The David Hochstein Music School
Settlement opened in the Hochstein
family home on Joseph Avenue on
Jan. 2,1920. The actual location of the
school has changed several times and
the school has grown from 250 stu-
dents when it first opened to about
3,500 stu-

dents from 12 counties today.

Since its start, the school’s mission
has stayed the same: To provide people
of all ages, backgrounds, and abilities
with access to excellent music and
dance education.

“It’s something that benefits the
whole person. It’s not just about learn-
ing a skill, although learning the skill is
the process by which these benefits
come to people,” said Executive Direc-
tor Margaret Quackenbush.

In January 1975 the school moved
from a building on Hoeltzer Street
to its current location in the Central

Presbyterian Church

building at the corner of North Plym-
outh Avenue and Church Street. The
Hoeltzer Street building was destroyed
by a fire in 2004.

In addition to many student and fac-
ulty performances, such as Live from
Hochstein broadcasts on WXXI 91.5
FM and Spotlight on Faculty series,
the Hochstein Performance Hall is a
performance venue for many commu-
nity arts organizations.

There are about 12 full-time admin-
istrative staff at Hochstein and 13 part
time. They have about 110 faculty mem-
bers who are mostly part time.

In addition to music and dance
lessons and classes, Hochstein has a
large expressive art department that
includes music therapy, but also dance
and art therapy.

“That’s primarily for people with dis-
abilities but it also includes aging peo-
ple and it covers some wellness aspects
as well,” Quackenbush said.

“There are a few folk instruments that
we don’t yet teach, but there are some

Get year-round updates: rbj.net/explore
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that we do. We have all the orchestral
and band instruments—woodwinds,
brass, percussion, strings, as well as
harp, guitar, voice, all styles of guitar,
and we have specialists on virtually
every discipline,” she said.

Quackenbush gave most of the
credit for the school’s success to
the faculty and the financial sup-
port of generous individuals and
organizations.

“Over the years we’ve had many,
many expressions of support from
the community at-large and from
individuals, from foundations, from
businesses who believe that what we
are doing contributes to the health of
our community,” she said.

“A good deal of that support goes
to further our mission, which provides
opportunities for people who do not
have the means to afford the regular
rates, so having our doors open to
everyone is critical to our mission,”
she said.

Annually, Hochstein provides about
$280,000 in tuition assistance or
financial aid awards to about 1,600
people who would otherwise not be
able to participate.

An alumni concert in January kicked
off the centennial celebration and a
centennial gala took place in March.
A series of events to celebrate the
anniversary will take place throughout
the year.

“We do many events every year
because we have many student
performers and we are making the
centennial a theme of many of these
events,” Quackenbush said.

“There are too many to name, but
looking toward to the fall of 2020
we have a special concert planned
for Nov. 15 and there are some very
special and unique elements planned
for that concert. That will be kind of
the culminating event,” Quacken-
bush said.

Regional theater has deep impact

The 47-year-old Geva Theater
Centetr is the most attended re-
gional theater in the state. Every year
160,000 people, including 20,000
students, attend performances at one
of the two stages in the building, for-
merly an armory.

A member of the League of
Resident Theatres, or LORT, Geva is
a union shop, and employs mostly
Equity performers, many of whom are
found in auditions held in New York
City. The bulk of the rest of the talent,
including directors, designers, cos-
tumers, and set builders, comes from
the Rochester area, where the theater
has a $10 million annual impact.

Approximately 85 percent of the
theater’s revenue remains in the

area. Besides providing a selection
of entertaining plays and musicals
each year, Geva has a robust edu-
cational component, ranging from a
high school play-writing competition
and a summer acting academy, to
an annual festival presenting work of
developing playwrights.

Season subscribers are likely to see
newly commissioned works about
Rochester icons Susan B. Anthony
and Frederick Douglass, alongside
contemporary dramas and comedies,
as well as musicals such as “La Cage
aux Folles.” The latter starred Artistic
Director Mark Cuddy, who is celebrat-
ing his 25th year at Geva in 2020.

Clothing factories once hummed inside the
hulking brick buildings on St. Paul and Water
streets, between the Inner Loop and Main. This
is where the city became a manufacturing
center of national repute. A century later, the
St. Paul Quarter was the first city neighborhood
to convert these factories into loft apartments,
startups, bars and restaurants.

The neighborhood is a boon for fans of public
art.

The Arts

In the early 1900s, Eastman Kodak founder
George Eastman amassed a fortune that he
used to enrich the city’s cultural life. Today
Rochester is one of the most arts-vibrant cities
in the country.

Eastman’s generosity led to the creation of the
internationally recognized Eastman School of
Music at the University of Rochester. Eastman
gave the city one of its most beautiful buildings
when he funded the construction of Eastman
Theatre as part of the school. It’s also the home
of the Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra,
founded by Eastman in 1922. The Grammy-
award winning RPO is known nationally for
high-quality musicianship and its dedication to
community education.

Eastman believed music could build
community, and that has turned out to be

true in Rochester. Music is freely shared: The
Eastman School and Hochstein School of
Music & Dance anchor a huge network of
music makers. In many of these groups, local
residents perform alongside music school
faculty and students. There are town orchestras

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and choruses, lessons for instruments and
voice, and live shows that light up Rochester
clubs and concert halls every night of the week.

HEAR IT LIVE

Rochester has a wide assortment of venues,
from the makeshift stage in a corner of a
neighborhood bar to the rollicking Dinosaur
Bar-B-Que in a converted downtown rail
station. The Main Street Armory with well-
known acts that run the gamut from zydeco
to reggae to roots rock to pop, is a good bet
any weekend—and weeknights too. Water
Street 2020 fatures a wide range of music
several nights a week. If you're in the mood for
jazz, check out Horizons Lounge at Woodcliff
Hotel in Perinton. Abilene Bar & Lounge
offers an eclectic mix of local and traveling
musicians three or four nights a week.

n recent years, the craft beer scene has exploded in the

greater Rochester region. We have an abundance of

breweries to choose from, with something for everyone’s
palate. Old mainstays have held strong as newcomers arrived
on the scene, and Rochesterians appreciate the wide variety
of excellent craft beers to explore.

Rohrbach Brewing is a local favorite;
its beer hall on Railroad Street in the
Public Market makes a great stop on
any brewery crawl. Rohrbach’s is best
known for its Scotch Ale, delicious ale
with a caramel-like finish. If you visit its
beer hall, be sure to order a pizza to
share! Another mainstay on the local
beer scene is Roc Brewing, downtown
on South Union Street. Roc Brewing
has been around for over 10 years and
is known for its Whoopass, a beloved
double IPA. If you enjoy fruity beers,
you’ll also want to scope out what they
have on tap—brews like Blackberry
Grisette or Bunk Bed Brawl (a raspberry

Whether you’re into tasty sours, unique
farmhouse ales, or adorably named
beers like Alpaca Kisses (a fruity IPA),
there are plenty of options to explore.
Newcomers on the Rochester beer
scene have made a splash, too. Fifth
Frame Brewing, on St. Paul Street, has
an eclectic assortment of brews. In the
fall, you must try their Pumpkin Spice
Latte beer, made with real pumpkin.
Come hungry and enjoy their delec-
table biscuits and burgers. Further
outside the city are some bonus gems,
Mortalis Brewing and Other Half Roch-
ester. Mortalis, in Avon, has a reputation

for beers chock-full of candy and other
confections. If you have a sweet tooth,
you’ll want to make the short drive
down to Avon to sample brews like Ba-
nana Nut Muffin, Cinnabon, and Berries
+ Cream. Zip 20 minutes east to visit
the renowned Other Half Brewing, a
second location of the prominent craft
beer brand based in Brooklyn. Other
Half’s can designs are eye catching and
its Instagram feed will get a craft beer
fanatic salivating. It offers tons of quirky
IPAs and has a beautiful space with
plenty of room to spread out outdoors
in the summertime.

The crown jewel of Rochester’s
vibrant beer scene is Genesee Brew
House. The Brew House has become a
destination for out-of-towners and local
residents alike. It’s the perfect spot to
take in the splendor of High Falls; the
view is especially enjoyable from the
rooftop patio with a pint in hand. In ad-
dition to both the classic Genny beers
and the newer, more experimental ones,
you can also enjoy top-notch bar food.
Soft pretzels, wings, tacos, and more
can feed your appetite while you enjoy
the stunning view. There’s also a gift
shop that doubles as a museum so you
can learn more about Genesee’s history.
The Brew House has become such a
hotspot within the city that people turn
out in droves in December to watch the
lighting of a massive keg tree, which
marks the start of the holiday season
in Rochester. If you're in town in the
winter, it's a must-see!

Make sure you carve out plenty
of time on your trip to Rochester to
visit breweries to your heart’s content.
Whether you’re a fan of IPAs or have a
soft spot for fruity brews, there’s some-
thing to suit your tastes. As an added
bonus, there’s history to learn, friendly
folks to talk to, and great food along the
way!

opinion is bolstered by the support

of the spirits industry, their choice to
support the festival and their constant
enthusiasm to what we have going on.”

Specifically, Cerankosky points to
Constellation Brands as playing a crit-
ical role. Rather than simply keeping
the big brands on the shelf, Constel-
lation helps smaller brands, like High
West whiskey or Real McCoy rum, get
into local bars. That same process is
working outward too, as Black Button
Distilling has a minority share acquired
by Constellation, massively growing its
distribution potential.

As for Rochester tastes? Cerankosky
said the Flower City drinks whiskey by
the bucketful, not to mention the city’s
love of agave spirits through the likes
of Bitter Honey, Dorado and Salena’s.

REDD Rochester highlights new
restaurants in Rochester

he origin of Richard

Reddington and Dennis

Wilmot’s longtime

friendship is apparent
in the photo of all four of their
parents that’s featured on the
wall of their new restaurant,
REDD Rochester.

The childhood friends remained in touch over
the years as Reddington moved to the Napa
Valley and became a Michelin-star-winning
chef and restaurateur. Wilmot, meanwhile,

was running malls for the family business:
Rochester-based real estate development and
management company Wilmorite.

When Reddington expressed a desire to

return to his hometown, Wilmot stepped away
from Wilmorite to partner with him on what
has been Rochester’s most anticipated new
restaurant. REDD was an immediate sensation
when it opened in August 2019, in the space
formerly occupied by Restaurant 2Vine at 24
Winthrop St. It can be hard to get a reservation
at a preferred time without planning days,
sometimes weeks in advance.

Pro tip: try for a reservation at lunch instead of
dinner, call the restaurant if you can’t find a slot

you like for dinner online, or just show up; if
there isn't a table for walk-ins, you can at least
sit at the bar and have the full menu there.

In some ways, the building still feels like the
funky reclaimed space it once was. But the new
restaurant is more open and much quieter. New
acoustic panels between the ceiling timbers
cut down on the noise that used to rise to a din
at 2Vine. The central bar in the old restaurant,
meanwhile, has been replaced by a long bar
along one wall. Although the partly open
kitchen appears to be in roughly the same spot
as before, some back-stage areas were moved
to create a private dining room that can be
sectioned off by sliding glass doors.

A mural along the restaurant’s back wall evokes
both a Finger Lakes vista and Napa Valley.
“What we're doing here in Rochester is on the
forefront of what | think will be happening
more and more across the country,” Wilmot
said. “l think secondary markets like Rochester
offer an amazing opportunity for (larger-
market chefs) to come in, excel, operate a
successful and profitable restaurant and give

a population of very sophisticated guests an
experience they deserve.”

That experience includes seafood flown

in alternate days from Nova Scotia and
Massachusetts. The menu tends toward
extremely well executed versions of foods that

-;.

will mostly be familiar, even if the particular

preparations or combinations are new. The

menu changes regularly, Wilmot said, but
popular items, such as butterscotch pot de
créme, remain.

Reddington is often in the restaurant, staffing

any position in the kitchen where he’s needed,

but he still travels to California at least once a

month to oversee REDD WOOD, his upscale

pizzeria in Yountville. The day-to-day chef is

Brad Pareira, who worked in Napa Valley with

Reddington, and sous chef is Chad D’Ancona.

Some other new restaurant developments in

If you head down the road to
Village Gate, you'll find plenty of
small local businesses to explore
as well.

Bill Gray’s Regional
Iceplex—on and off the ice.

In a given year, around 1.7 million
people go through the facility as
players, fans or attendees of various
workshops and trade shows. To put
that in perspective, that’s more people
than attended Major League Baseball
games in Baltimore, Detroit, Kansas City,
Oakland, Miami or Tampa Bay in 2019.

The facility, which features four
rinks, hosts games for five Monroe
County youth hockey organizations,
provides practice ice for the Rochester
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Americans of the American Hockey
League, and is home to the Nazareth
College men’s and women'’s teams as
well as the Selects Academy’s girls
program at Bishop Kearney High School.
Spencerport High School and the St.
John Fisher College men’s club team also
use the arena for practice and games.

And two dozen or more youth
hockey tournaments reserve the iceplex
at various times throughout the year,
so visitors account for the booking
of between 30,000 and 35,000 hotel
rooms in the Rochester region.

As a result, the total annual
contribution to the Rochester-area
economy is right around $20 million,
according to the most recent economic
impact study by Camoin Associates.

Needless to say, that would
buy a lot of pucks.

The facility opened in September
of 1998 on the campus of Monroe
Community College as the ESL
Sports Centre. Bill Gray’s took over
naming rights in 2013, and the
Rochester fast-food mainstay serves
its “World’s Greatest Cheeseburger”
at its restaurant inside the arena.

While youth, high school and
collegiate teams are prime tenants, adult
leagues—from beginner to elite—have
the Zambonis working overtime. There
are 82 teams playing in various leagues.

“In season we're busy from 3 p.m.
until midnight with adult leagues,” iceplex

general manager Chris Woodworth said.

The facility is making sure
there’s a never-ending supply of
players, too, through its Never Ever
League. The premise: you're never
too old to learn how to play.

“The popularity is just insane,”
Woodworth said. “We're putting 300
to 350 adults into the league each
year and so far we've taught around
1,600 adults to play hockey.”

During the Christmas season,
when high schools and colleges
aren’t playing or practicing, time
slots were filled by open skating.

That'’s just one example of how the
facility has branched out to be more than
hockey. And why the iceplex champions
the slogan, “We're more than just ice.”

Mid-March to mid-August can
be a little slow for a rink, especially
one with four ice surfaces. Bill Gray’s
Iceplex has found a way to keep
traffic coming through the building.

This year there’s a kids’ fest, a
beer expo and various concerts.
Meeting rooms can be booked by
groups or organizations. Rochester
has been without a golf show for
at least five years, so Woodworth
revived the concept in March.

“We're trying to go outside the
box for an ice rink,” he said.

Enjoy the outdoors

The summer months are one of this region’s
unheralded treasures. It's generally not too
humid, the temperature is moderate, and by the
time most hurricanes make it this far inland they
have petered out.

To enjoy the outdoors, this city has 3,500
acres of nationally recognized parkland and
another 2,500 acres are a short drive away.
Rochesterians proudly boast that Frederick Law
Olmsted, the father of landscape architecture
who designed New York City’s Central Park, is
the mastermind behind their city’s parks system.

Hundreds of thousands of people visit
Highland Park each May for the renowned Lilac
Festival, which has been hailed as one of the top
100 events in the country.

Visit Maplewood Park in June to see a
magnificent rose garden. Seneca Park contains
the Seneca Park Zoo as well as hiking trails with
spectacular views of the river gorge.

Genesee Valley Park contains two golf
courses, playing fields and picnic areas. Wide
lawns and majestic old trees line the slow-
flowing river.

Olmsted designed Highland Park and
Durand Eastman Park as arboretums containing
thousands of specimens.

But we don’t hibernate in the winter months,
either. There are numerous opportunities
throughout the Rochester region for skiing—
both downhill and cross country—skating,
hockey, ice fishing, snowshoeing, snowmobiling,
sledding and a variety of other winter activities,
including curling.

No matter what time of year, there are plenty
of ways to get out and get some fresh air!

PARKs

Frederick Law Olmsted, the landscape
architect who designed Central Park in New
York City, was responsible for Rochester’s
anchor parks: North Park (now Maplewood and
Seneca) and South Park (Genesee Valley). He
placed them along the Genesee River and laced
them with trails, offering scenic views and wide
lawns for both passive and active recreation.

Olmsted also worked with the city to design
Highland Park, Rochester’s first. Highland
began as a 20-acre donation from nurserymen
George Ellwanger and Patrick Barry in the
1880s. Today it is a world-class arboretum
featuring a restored conservatory.

Monroe County has set aside nearly 12,000
acres in 21 parks for hiking, running and cross-
country skiing. Bicycles and horses are allowed
on some trails; check signs. Shelters are
available for rent, and many are heated.

Maps, trail descriptions and other park
information are available on Monroe County’s
website at monroecounty.gov/parks.

ABRAHAM LINCOLN PARK

Empire Boulevard and Smith Road, Penfield
The park has 182 undeveloped acres that offer
fishing access on Irondequoit Bay’s eastern
shore in Penfield. Woodlands sloping down

to the shore are great for vigorous hikes. A
popular playground includes natural elements.

BAUSCH & LOMB RIVERSIDE PARK

Wilson Boulevard, Rochester

This city park follows the eastern bank of

the Genesee River next to the University of
Rochester. Calling it River Walk, Frederick Law
Olmsted planned the three-quarter-mile stretch
of 197 oak trees as part of the campus. Most
visitors run, walk or bike along the park’s paved
path, which connects Genesee Valley Park to
the city center.

BLACK CREEK PARK

Chili and Riga. Entrances on Union Street, Chili-
Riga Town Line Road and Route 33A.

Ride horseback in the fall or cross-country ski
in the winter on more than 1,500 undeveloped
acres. Non-fuel model-airplane enthusiasts
gather here to fly their craft. Visitors also will
find a playground, ponds and picnic areas.

CHANNING PHILBRICK PARK

Linear Park Drive, off Route 441, Penfield
I[rondequoit Creek tumbles 90 feet in one
mile, giving the park’s Falls Trail its name.
It’s a great fishing spot, and hikers like the
route in all weather. The park has a small
playground, bathrooms, picnic tables and an
emergency phone.

CHURCHVILLE PARK

Kendall Road and Main Street, Churchville

On Black Creek, Churchville Park offers fishing
and boating. There is abundant open space,
plus lodges and shelters, a golf course and an
outdoor skating rink.

COBPB’S HILL PARK & RESERVOIR

Culver Road and Norris Drive, Rochester
Cobb’s Hill Park is located in the city’s
southeast area and features 109 acres of
beauty, recreation, and scenic trails. At the
park’s highest point, a walking trail offers one
of the best views of the city.

CORBETT’S GLEN NATURE PARK

Penfield Road south of

North Landing Road, Brighton

Woods, meadows, wetlands and a waterfall
on Allen’s Creek fill the park’s 17 acres; hikers
typically encounter deer and other wildlife.
The creek is a spawning ground for salmon
and trout.

DEVIL’S COVE PARK

Water access only, on the east shore of
Irondequoit Bay, Webster

Curious boaters will find a natural and
undeveloped spot for a quiet picnic in
Devil’s Cove.

DURAND-EASTMAN PARK

Lakeshore Boulevard, Culver Road

and Kings Highway, Rochester

The 965-acre park includes 5,000 feet of
Lake Ontario waterfront. It has a Robert
Trent Jones golf course, trails, picnic
shelters and playgrounds, plus a beach for
swimming. Packed with mature trees, the
park is an arboretum.

ELLISON PARK

Blossom Road and Landing Road, Brighton
Irondequoit Creek winds through 447 acres
of woods and wetlands here. The park has an
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off-leash dog park, a disc golf course, tennis
courts, softball fields, a playground, shelters,
lodges and trails.

GENESEE RIVERWAY TRAIL

Elmwood Avenue to Lake Avenue, Rochester
This paved, off-road path for running, walking
and bicycling runs 16 miles along the river. It is
part of the New York State Canal Trail system.
Starting at the Erie Canal Heritage Trail in
Genesee Valley Park, it passes three waterfalls,
eight pedestrian bridges and 11 parks before it
reaches Lake Ontario.

GENESEE VALLEY PARK

Elmwood Avenue at Moore Road

and East River Road, Rochester

Frederick Law Olmsted designed the park.
Majestic trees, wide lawns and the Genesee
River define the pastoral setting. The park is
home to the Head of the Genesee Invitational
Regatta, a top-ranked collegiate rowing event
in October. Genesee Valley Golf Club has two
18-hole public courses here.

GREECE CANAL PARK

Elmgrove Road at Mellwood Road, Greece
The Erie Canal borders the southern edge

of this 577-acre park. Woods, meadows and
wetlands offer great hiking and biking on trails,
including the Genesee Riverway Trail. A dog
park, playground, playing fields, picnic areas
and lodges are popular.

HIGHLAND PARK

Reservoir Avenue at Goodman Street

or South Avenue, Rochester

Frederick Law Olmsted designed this

park as an arboretum with azaleas, lilacs,
rhododendrons, conifers, Japanese maples
and much more. The Lilac Festival is held here
in May. Park highlights include a reservoir, the
recently restored Lamberton Conservatory, the
Greater Rochester Vietnam Veterans Memorial
and a sunken garden. Paved walking paths
wind through wooded areas.

IRONDEQUOIT BAY MARINE PARK

Culver Road and Sea Breeze Drive, Irondequoit
The marine park provides fee-based boat
access to Irondequoit Bay, which empties into
Lake Ontario to the north. A pier is a popular
place to fish and watch boats come in and

out. Hamburger stands, historic Seabreeze
Amusement Park and Whispering Pines, one of
the oldest miniature golf courses in the country,
are nearby.

IRONDEQUOIT BAY PARK WEST
Orchard Park Boulevard, Irondequoit
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This park offers fishing spots on the bay as
well as forested hiking on 147 acres. A small,
undeveloped boat launch is available.

LEHIGH VALLEY LINEAR TRAIL PARK
Rush-West Rush Road at Route 15A,

Plains Road at Junction Road, Mendon
Route 251 at Route 64, Mendon

This 15-mile, east-west park rolls through
Monroe County’s southern towns and
intersects with the Genesee Valley Greenway,
making it a popular place for distance biking,
hiking and cross-country skiing.

LUCIEN MORIN PARK

Empire Boulevard at LaSalle’s Landing, Penfield
Previously known as Ellison Wetlands, this park
is great for canoe and kayak access between
Irondequoit Bay and Ellison Park. The wetlands
provide a quiet getaway surrounded by nature.
It is next to LaSalle’s Landing Park, named for
explorer Robert Rene de LaSalle, who came
ashore in the area.

MARTIN LUTHER KING JR.

Memorial Park and Ice Rink

Chestnut and Court Streets, Rochester
Designed by Lawrence Halprin and named

a “marvel of Modernism” by the Cultural
Landscape Foundation, the downtown park
has undergone extensive renovation in recent
years. It serves as the site of a number of
festivals. An outdoor ice rink becomes a
reflecting pool with fountains in warm weather.
The park’s playground has a water spray park.

MAPLEWOOD PARK
See Maplewood Rose Garden, page 75.

MENDON PONDS PARK

Multiple entrances on Route 65 (Clover Street)
and Route 64 (Pittsford-Mendon Center Road),
Pittsford and Mendon

The largest of the county’s parks has 30 miles
of trails winding through 2,500 acres of woods
and wetlands. One-fifth of the park is a nature
preserve with seven wooded trails. It is a
popular location for hiking, horseback riding,
cross-country skiing and trail running.

MOUNT HOPE CEMETERY

791 Mt. Hope Ave., Rochester

Dedicated in 1838, Mount Hope was the first
great Victorian cemetery developed by a
municipality. It is a favorite park for many
outdoor enthusiasts and history lovers, and

is also an arboretum. Set on wooded, steeply
rolling terrain, it holds Victorian funerary art
and mausoleums tucked into hillsides. It is
the final resting place for Frederick Douglass,
Susan B. Anthony and about 350,000 others.
At the north entrance, note the restored

1874 High Victorian Gothic gatehouse, 1872
Moorish gazebo and the recently restored 1875
Florentine fountain and carriage path. @

NORTHAMPTON PARK

Colby Street at Hubbell Road or

Salmon Creek Road, Sweden and Ogden

This 973-acre park features Springdale Farm,
an agricultural education attraction offering for
rental a hospitality center called Balcony Point.
Beginning skiers and snowboarders will find a
rope tow, ski rental and a slope that’s just the
right size. The park has hiking trails, lodges,

sports fields, the Pulver House Museum and a
remote-control flying field.

OATKA CREEK PARK

Union Street and Stewart Road, Wheatland
In Oatka Creek’s abundant waters, fly
fishermen find trout. Roughly a mile of this
waterway winds through the park’s 461
undeveloped acres.

ONTARIO BEACH PARK

Beach Avenue at Lake Avenue, Charlotte
This is where the city of Rochester dips its
toes into Lake Ontario. Along with a sandy
beach and guarded swimming area, the park
has a playground, boat launch, fishing pier
and boardwalk. The original 1905 Dentzel
menagerie carousel and the renovated
former bathhouse, now a community center,
are reminders of Charlotte’s days as the
Coney Island of the West. Concerts at the
performance pavilion draw music lovers on
summer nights.

POWDER MILLS PARK

Route 96 (Pittsford-Victor Road) at Park Road,
Bushnell’s Basin

A historic fish hatchery is the focal point, but
Powder Mills Park offers plenty more: downhill
skiing lessons, sand volleyball courts, trails,
picnic shelters, fishing access and a playground.

SENECA PARK AND ZOO

St. Paul Street north of Route 104, Rochester
A Frederick Law Olmsted park, Seneca hugs
the Genesee River gorge on the east bank. The
park contains the Seneca Park Zoo, established
in 1894. Wooded hiking trails, historic Trout
Pond and dramatic views of the deep gorge are
highlights of the park. The zoo has undergone
recent expansion with new species added and
amenities for visitors. Call (585) 336-7200 for
200 hours and admission prices. @

TURNING POINT PARK

Boxart Street at Lake Avenue, Rochester

The city won a national award for this park,
which covers 275 acres along the banks of the
Genesee River. A 3,572-foot bridge for bikers
and pedestrians snakes over the Genesee River
Turning Basin, where you're likely to see herons,
swans and lots of other birds. On land, the

trail uses an old rail bed and connects to the
Genesee Riverway Trail.

TRYON PARK

North Winton Road at Tryon Park, Rochester,
and Empire Boulevard, Irondequoit

This little park (82 acres) along Irondequoit
Bay’s southern shore is undeveloped and
low-key. Off-road cyclists love it. Views of the
adjacent wetlands of Irondequoit Creek reward
hikers who tackle the steep, wooded trails.

WEBSTER PARK

East Lake Road at Holt Road

Perched on a bluff overlooking Lake Ontario,
the park has 550 rolling, tree-shaded acres
with lodges and shelters, playing fields, a
playground, trails, picnic areas and a pier on
the lake. Cabins and a campground can be
reserved in three seasons.

The Flower City is filled with gardens—from
small cottage plots to community cooperatives
to grand Victorian gardens surrounding
mansions.

Play on! at The Strong

he Strong National
Museum of Play
is growing by leaps

and bounds.

A top tourist attraction in Western
New York as well as a notable travel
destination in the United States,

The Strong was approached with an
enticing opportunity when the city of
Rochester received a grant to fill in the
Inner Loop with building lots. Museum
of Play CEO and President Steve
Dubnik and his team thought it was the
perfect chance to build the museum’s
momentum with a grand expansion.

The Museum of Play’s $60 million
campaign includes a trademarked
Neighborhood of Play with a hotel,
1,000-car parking garage, market-rent
housing with a mix of retail businesses,
and a museum expansion with new
exhibits and an outdoor play garden.

“We saw an opportunity to play
off the museum’s mission and create
a neighborhood that would be an

inclusive, walkable, fun neighborhood
to live in where the museum is the
centerpiece but have play elements
built throughout the neighborhood,”
Dubnik said. “Having that type of
neighborhood around us both lives the
mission, but is also attractive to people
traveling long distances to the Strong.”

So far the parking garage is complete,
as is one of the apartment buildings,
which tenants began leasing in December
2019. Construction has broken ground
on two more of the five buildings that
are going up. The museum expansion
is expected to break ground in late
spring or early summer of 2020.

Market research indicates that this
expansion will attract approximately
400,000 new guests annually, generating
more than $130 million in yearly economic
impact for the city of Rochester.

Since play is a widespread topic,
Dubnik and the team wanted to widen
the scope of the museum’s offerings. For
example, the outdoor play garden will
have a climbing structure to also encour-
age both physical and outdoor play.

The museum expansion will
have an emphasis on video games
with an immersive video game
experience gallery and a world
video game hall of fame gallery.

“Prior to 2010 we had recognized
that electronic games and video games
were becoming a dominant form of play
and we started collecting in that area,
but we didn’t have a large presence
in the physical museum around video
games,” Dubnik said. “So, we were
looking to create exhibits that explored
the history of video games and talked
about the impact of video games on
culture, society and individuals.”

Furthermore, there will be a new
exhibit dedicated to women in games.

Throughout the build-outs and
expansions, the existing portion of
the Museum of Play has and will
remain open to the public. The grand
opening of the museum expansion
is expected to be in late spring or
early summer of 2022, and that will
mark the completion of the project.

Whether you
desire hiking, boating or a
quiet country drive, it’s all
available here.

Orleans County is Monroe’s immediate
neighbor to the west, so getting there
is quite easy from Rochester. While
much of the land in the county is used
for agriculture, there’s still plenty of
history, dining, museums and recreation
that often flies under the radar.

As the centrally located county seat,
the town of Albion is filled with small-
town history that runs even deeper
when you consider its position on the
Erie Canal. With plenty of docking
available, boaters passing through will
find the canal intersecting the village
Main Street. From there it's an easy
walk to sites like the Pullman Memorial
Universalist Church, featuring rare
Louis Comfort Tiffany stained glass.

To the west of the village is the
former home of the world-famous
Santa Claus school established
by Charles W. Howard in 1937.

To the east of the village is Mt.
Albion Cemetery, where the uniquely
landscaped grounds are not only one
of the most picturesque cemeteries in
Western New York, but also some of
the most historic. In warmer months,
schedule your visit around one of the
guided tours so you don’t miss the
hidden highlights of this sacred space.

If you're driving by car through this
stretch of Upstate, you're likely to see
an unusual number of cobblestone
houses. It's estimated there are 1,500
cobblestone structures in the United
States and 80% of those are within an
hour drive of the city of Rochester. Just
a couple miles north of Albion you'll
discover one of the best resources and
preservation properties for exploring
cobblestone buildings. Right on Route
104, the Cobblestone Museum features

multiple structures all within walking
distance. The museum offers a superb
opportunity to explore a bit of history
that is quite unique to this region.

To Albion’s west, the village of
Medina is also indebted to its position
on the canal, so access for boaters is
great here, too. Just a block from the
canal is the Medina Railroad Museum,
which has one of the largest model
train displays in Western New York.

If you'd rather ride than watch, the
museum offers train rides that go west
into Lockport and back. Throughout
the year you'll find themed rides like
autumn leaf-peeping and December
holidays that are great for families.

Among other claims to fame, Medina
is home to a certain type of sandstone
that was quarried there and used in
the construction of the New York State
Capitol, Buckingham Palace and the
Brooklyn Bridge, among other sites.

For more modern tastes, Medina has
seen a recent surge in development
as younger residents have taken stake
in the local culture. Eateries like the
Shirt Factory feature a menu (and
WiFi) you'd expect in a hip, larger
city. With a handful of places offering
authentic Mexican fare, innovative
beverage programs, and eateries
celebrating local products, Medina is a
perfect spot to explore a new menu.

Recreation seekers will find the north
shore of Orleans County particularly
hospitable in the warmer months,
because it's bordered by Lake Ontario.
At Point Breeze, you'll gain access
to land from the world’s 13th largest
lake to inland marinas and summer
vacation communities with waterside
dining, overnight accommodations,
and plenty of great fishing holes.
There are plenty of good fishing
opportunities in the big lake as well.

For more information: visitrochester.com

Home of Letchworth State Park ~ Vioted #1 in the US

ochester is not only perfectly

situated along Lake Ontario,

one of the Great Lakes,

but is also your gateway
to the Finger Lakes and beyond.
Western and Central New York have
spectacular sights—such as Niagara
Falls, the storied Erie Canal, Frank
Lloyd Wright-designed estates,
Corning Museum of Glass and the
picturesque Finger Lakes wine region.
Here’s where a day trip will take you in
three hours or less:

You know it is home to the Buffalo Bills and
the Anchor Bar, where a certain bar-food
staple got its start. But the city of Buffalo has
more to love than chicken wings and sports.
The region boasts magnificent architecture,
art museums and, nearby, one of the great
wonders of the world, Niagara Falls. Buildings
designed by Frank Lloyd Wright, Louis Sullivan
and H.H. Richardson are set amid an elaborate
parks system created by landscape architect
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Frederick Law Olmsted. There are numerous
galleries and other attractions, including the
Burchfield Penney Art Center’s elegant home.
The renowned Albright-Knox Art Gallery is
closed for construction but is expected to
reopen in 2020; in the meantime you can visit
its new Northland exhibition space. Break for
lunch and shopping in EImwood Village or the
Walden Galleria, or check out developments
along the waterfront, especially the popular
Canalside area.

Thousands visit Chautaugua in the summer for
intellectual and spiritual events and lectures.
The educational center’s Victorian buildings,
along with charming rooming houses and inns,
are in a national historic district. On the shores
of Chautauqua Lake in southwestern New York,
Chautaugua was founded in 1874 as a place

to learn about politics, religion, literature and
science. The arts are alive here too, in the form
of a symphony orchestra, ballet, conservatory
theater and opera company. Take a stroll or
bike ride on the peaceful, 750-acre campus. As
a bonus you can visit nearby Jamestown and
the Lucille Ball Desi Arnaz Museum & Center
for Comedy.

The steep cliffs at Chimney Bluffs are a surprise
to some visitors. They tower over Lake Ontario
about 45 miles east of Rochester. This is a great
place to see Upstate New York’s seafaring side.
Geologists say the steep bluffs are chopped-
off drumlins. They look like waves of chocolate
icing whipped up to a point. Relentless Great
Lakes winds chisel away at the land, accounting
for the vertical shapes. From Rochester, take
Route 104 east to Lake Bluff Road north, which
turns into Garner Road. You can park in a lot by
the road.

The picturesque village in Otsego County may
best be known for the Baseball Hall of Fame,
and rightly so. The Hall is a fun and interesting
place to visit. But Cooperstown also offers
beautiful views of Otsego Lake, a plethora

It’s a great
getaway spot for history buffs, food lovers,
small town explorers and outdoor enthusiasts.

The Roycrofters—artisans who
worked on leather crafts, furniture, copperware
and fine books in the Roycroft community—
made a significant mark on the arts and crafts
movement. The stock market crash of 1929 and
the Depression closed the campus; renewed
interest in the Roycrofters brought it back

to life. You can visit the restored 14-building
campus, now a national historic landmark,

and dine or stay overnight at the Roycroft Inn
across the street. The Millard Fillmore House,
built by the 13th president, and the Roycroft
Museum, in a craftsman-style bungalow, are
open for tours. Village eateries and bars offer
evening entertainment.

Rochester is the western gateway and “front
door” to the award-winning and picturesque
Finger Lakes wine region. Best known for

its 100-plus wineries, the area also has chef-
inspired restaurants and lots of antiques and
craft shops. The villages of Hammondsport and
Watkins Glen have been named among the
Coolest Small Towns by Budget Travel. Watch
a NASCAR race at Watkins Glen International.
Visit the birthplace of women'’s rights in Seneca

Seward, who served under President Lincoln.
State parks dot the region, with plenty of
places to fish, ski, hike, bike, row and camp.

Before the north-flowing Genesee River
reaches Rochester, it cuts a 17-mile swath
through Letchworth, nicknamed the Grand
Canyon of the East. Sixty-six miles of trails,
both paved and natural, wind along the
scenic gorge and take hikers near three major
waterfalls. The views are breathtaking. Be sure
to visit the overlook for the Mount Morris Dam;
since 1952, this major structure has prevented
flood disasters that once plagued Rochester
downstream. Besides hiking, Letchworth
offers whitewater rafting, snowmobiling,
cross-country skiing, biking, kayaking and
hot-air ballooning. A new nature center and
two smaller museums tell the park’s story.

The Glen Iris Inn has dining and overnight
accommodations. Cabins, campsites and a
lodge also are available.

ArtPark in Lewiston has theater and musical
performances, festivals and places to hike and
fish. And don’t miss the Niagara Power Project
Visitors Center, known as Power Vista. It is four
miles downstream from the falls in the Niagara
River Gorge. State-of-the-art interactive
exhibits teach about hydroelectricity and its
role in the area’s history.
