WINTERFALL
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As executive director of Mainframe Studios, 
Siobhan Spain works to provide aff ordable studio 
space for working artists. She’s been in the 
industry for two decades, including at art meccas 
Santa Fe and Santa Monica, and returned to 
Des Moines in 2009.

Spain believes creatives play a vital role in the 
community’s economic resilience. Through 
Mainframe Studios—a 160,000-square-
foot space with fi ve fl oors—artists in myriad 
disciplines fi nd room to express their talents. 
“People don’t realize how much creativity we 
have in Des Moines,” she says. 

WHAT IS THE MISSION OF MAINFRAME STUDIOS? We provide 
permanent, aff ordable workspaces for artists of all disciplines—75 
nonresidential studio spaces for creatives and arts nonprofi ts. Artists 
include game developers, glass blowers, art conservation, clothing 
design, letterpress, music, animation … you name it. Currently, we 
serve 90 artists every day. 

WHAT MAKES MAINFRAME STUDIOS SO SPECIAL? Mainframe is 
the largest nonprofi t creative workspace in the nation, and our 
aff ordability ($5,000 annual studio rental) blows people away. 
Aff ordability is our mission, and we mean it. We reduce the barriers to 
starting and sustaining a creative career. Demand is high—occupancy 
is near 100%, and there are 100 people on the waiting list.

HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE THE CENTRAL IOWA ARTS 
COMMUNITY? It surprises people. We have an artist who works for 
Warner Bros. on projects including “Secret Life of Pets” and “Batman.” 
We have game developers making the next generation of science 
education tools. We have an artist who developed album covers for 
Van Halen, Prince, and Stevie Wonder. 

WHAT’S ON THE HORIZON FOR MAINFRAME STUDIOS? We’re 
building out one more fl oor and plan to announce an artist residency 
program. It’s tailored for artists working in New York City to see what 
it’s like creating art in Des Moines. The studios will have a public art 
installation on the roofl ine, and we’re also painting a 360-degree 
mural on the exterior walls this summer.  

HOW CAN THE PUBLIC EXPERIENCE THE SPACE AND INTERACT 
WITH ARTISTS? First Fridays—when the space is an open house (held 
the fi rst Friday evening every month). It’s a great way to experience 
the studios for the fi rst time. Also, a lot of our artists off er workshops 
and demonstrations. You can see a glass-blowing demonstration, 
then sign up to do a workshop. I highly recommend it. There’s also a 
new art supply store, Block, that supplies materials to local artists. We 
encourage people to have events here. We have artists who can do 
decor, invitations, gifts, and art experiences for couples. We also have 
custom art services.

DES MOINES ARTS FESTIVAL

Greater Des Moines boasts a busy social calendar 
this year! Whether you’re into music, the arts 
or pork chops on a stick, you’ll fi nd numerous 
reasons to experience central Iowa’s culture. 

June 25-27, the Des Moines Arts Festival takes 
over Western Gateway Park downtown. Juried 
artists (180 from all over the country) display 
their visual arts — paintings, pottery, jewelry, 
sculptures, and more. While strolling through the 
art displays, enjoy food, adult- and kid-friendly 
beverages, and live tunes. The two performance 
stages feature 25 local, regional, and national 
artists. Kid activities are always part of the fun. 

The city’s premiere music festival, 80-35, lights 
up Western Gateway Park with music from top 
touring artists as well as regional, and local 
bands. This year’s event is July 9-10. Tickets are 
essential for accessing the main stage, while 
free stages highlight a mix of artists, including 
local bands and Gen Z upstarts. Food and drink 
vendors, as well as a kids’ zone, are included 
with the popular event. Bring a picnic blanket or 
camp chairs to stake out a spot on the lawn. And 
come early to grab a slice of shade!

CELEBRASIAN

Hosted annually in Indianola, the National 
Balloon Festival, is a perennial family favorite. 
July 24 through August 1, more than 100 balloons 
in a rainbow of colors and shapes will light up the 
sky each morning and night. At Night Glows, fans 
get up close and personal as the pilots fi re the 
burners and balloons dazzle with their gorgeous 
glow in the night sky. In addition to the views, 
fi nd food, live music, and a play zone for the kids. 

Iowa farm roots run deep, and nowhere is that 
more evident than the Iowa State Fair. This 
year, the event runs August 12-22. Tasty food 
on a stick is always a top draw, as is the Giant 
Slide, animal displays, and live music (hello, 
Chris Stapleton and The Beach Boys!). Be sure 
to check out the Iowa Craft Beer Tent to sample 
local brews and enjoy good company.

The iconic race is coming to downtown 
and West Des Moines June 20! 
Whether you’re an athlete, a family 
cheering squad, or a sports fan 
looking to see athletes at their peak 
performance, the event promises to be 
fun and action-packed.

The Certifi ed Piedmontese IRONMAN 
70.3 Des Moines centers on Gray’s 
Lake and downtown, so there are 
plenty of opportunities to see athletes 
swim, bike, and run around the city. 
The average race time for the 70.3 
miles is about six hours. 

The event starts with a 1.2-mile swim 
at Gray’s Lake. With a paved trail 
around the lake, there’s ample space 
to see the freestyle swimmers. Next 
up is the 56-mile bike courses through 
Water Works Park, brand new roads 
in West Des Moines and highlights 
some rural Iowa farmland. And phase 
three: The 13.1-mile run tracks athletes 
through Gray’s Lake to downtown. 
Find a spot in downtown’s sculpture 
park for a prime viewing spot.

This year’s performances 
include a Russian ghost story, “The Queen 
of Spades,” an ancient Greek tale,”Platée,” a 
Victorian villain saga, “Sweeney Todd,” and a 
history of the Lavender scare,” Fellow Travelers,” 
when LGBTQ+ individuals were purged from the 
U.S. government. 

In 2019, the Lauridsen Opera Center also opened 
in Indianola. Located in the city’s former Carnegie 
library, the center’s addition is clad in glass 
and exudes a sleek, modern vibe. Check out 
desmoinesmetroopera.org for more information.

Chef Joe Tripp of Harbinger is making his mark 
on the Des Moines food scene. Nominated as 
Best Chef Midwest fi ve times by the James 
Beard Foundation, the Des Moines native brings 
creative, Asian-inspired fl avors to his cozy 
Ingersoll Avenue restaurant. 

Opened in 2017, Harbinger has a primary focus 
on local, seasonal fl avors. In fact, 50% of the 
restaurant’s produce comes from the Downtown 
Des Moines Farmers’ Market on Saturdays. “We 
hand-pick produce and have conversations with 
the people who grow it,” Tripp adds. 

The restaurant preserves the season’s bounty 
through canning and other methods. Small plates 
loaded with fl avor, texture, and umami are top 
draws, as are the tasting menus with wagyu 

beef tartare, goat’s milk cheesecake, and pork 
loin smoked over local applewood. You can also 
sample cocktails with an Asian twist: Strawberry 
Smash with strawberry basil or mezcal spiked 
with pepper and garlic. The restaurant allows 
diners to bring their own wine with a corkage fee. 

During the pandemic, the small, cozy restaurant 
shifted to takeout with “Basic Bird” — Korean 
fried chicken and sides available for takeout. The 
concept proved so popular that Tripp is currently 
looking for a brick and mortar location. Harbinger 
is planning to return to in-person dining later, 
emphasizing small plates and tasting menus. 
“We’re extremely excited to be getting back to 
doing what we do,” Tripp says. “It’s the perfect 
time to bloom.”

Aposto, located in a Victorian mansion in 
Sherman Hill, is known for Italian dishes such as 
cavatelli, osso buco, and pizza. Chef Tony Lemmo 
was nominated for the former on-site restaurant, 
Cafe di Scala. The front porch is a favorite spot to 
enjoy a glass of wine and share a few small plates. 

Known for its creative pizzas, Eatery A on 
Ingersoll Avenue also dishes up Mediterranean 
cuisine, including Moroccan Beef Kofta, Spanish 
Octopus, and Fattoush Salad. Come for happy 
hour and enjoy pizza and drinks on the patio. 
Chef Jason Simon leads the casual restaurant 
and also heads Alba, a top fi ne-dining spot in the 
East Village. His James Beard nomination came 
from this warm and cozy corner restaurant, which 
features an ever-changing menu based on fresh, 
local ingredients. 

With views of downtown’s sculpture park, Proof
provides a memorable dining experience. The 
bright, casual restaurant’s innovative menus 
include a melting pot of fl avors. Start with a 
signature cocktail or glass of wine, then sample 
plates of creative dishes such as chile Verde 

caulifl ower. Executive chef Diego Rodriguez, who 
is originally from Mexico, infuses the menu with 
family fl avors. 

Another area favorite, Table 128 in Clive serves 
updated American cuisine made with seasonal 
local ingredients. Owners Lynn and Sarah 
Pritchard created a relaxed vibe. Share a cheese 
and charcuterie plate or brussels sprouts with 
la Quercia prosciutto, then dive into a burger or 
grilled ribeye (plus vegetarian options).

The world-class skatepark 
is destined to become the spot to watch locals 
and skate enthusiasts attempt ollies and kickfl ips. 

Edging the Des Moines River downtown — 
with views of bridges, the Robert D. Ray Asian 
Gardens, and Wells Fargo Arena — the park 
has fi ve skating areas, with the potential to 
host world-class professional events. (Fun fact: 
Skateboarding debuts as an Olympic sport 
Summer 2021 in Tokyo!)

The 88,000-square-foot park runs adjacent 
to Principal Riverwalk Park just south of the 

interstate. Cruise the promenade on your 
longboard or enjoy spectating with your knees 
and elbows unscraped. The skatepark is 
accessible from the 5-mile urban trail, connecting 
to the 800-mile central Iowa trail network (fi nd 
BCycle bike rentals throughout downtown). 

Also part of the Skatepark, a fi re engine red

serves as a focal point. At 80 feet long and 12 
feet high, skaters can ride the metal structure 
forming the letters, while casual strollers can 
snap photos for their social feeds.

New as of last year, 
the Raccoon River Boathouse off ers even more 
reasons to visit the park, thanks to watercraft 
rentals available for exploring the 232-acre Blue 
Heron Lake. Operated by Indianola’s Canoe 
Sport Outfi tters, the structure houses single 
and double kayaks, fi shing kayaks, canoes, 
paddleboards, and paddleboats to cruise the 
lake. Rent boats by the half-hour, hour, or full-
day (cash or credit accepted; prices start at $10). 

For another water experience without much 
eff ort, spend a day tubing through Raccoon 
River Excursions. Trips include a rental tube, 
life jacket, cooler, and a shuttle on the 
businesses’ party bus.

As part of the Central Iowa Water Trails project, 
new art installations are being installed 
throughout the metro highlighting water safety 
at the trail’s various access points.

An American Hockey League affi  liate of the NHL’s 
Minnesota Wild, the Iowa Wild, has skated the 
frozen fl oor at Wells Fargo Arena since 2013. 

Iowa Wild games are full of fun! Individual tickets 
are available as well as ticket packages. Make 
sure to experience a fan favorite — seeing 
Crash, the mascot, in addition to pre-game 
entertainment. Plus, there’s a guarantee of 

top-notch hockey (they were one of the top 
teams in the league last year), says Ben Gislason, 
manager of media relations with the Wild. 

“One thing we take pride in is our family-fi rst 
environment,” Gislason says. “Come in and 
see great hockey and get a fast-paced, action-
packed event. …We take a lot of pride in putting 
on a great show.”

The season this year runs February through May 
and includes 14 weekend games (the typical 
season is October through May).

Located in a century-old building downtown, Surety 
Hotel is the new “it” place for dining, overnights, and 
even a little decor inspiration. 

With 137 rooms, including two luxury suites on 
the 12th story, the hotel is appointed with upscale 
amenities such as leather headboards, luxurious 
sheets, and sleek seating. Original wood fl oors and 
vintage-look bathroom tile give a nod to the historic 
building, which was formerly Iowa Bank and Trust.

Step into the lobby and be greeted with “Des Moines’ 
living room,” says Minneapolis-based designer Stacy 
Patton. With buttery-soft leather sofas, hip side chairs 
and tables, and textural linens, the decor might have 
you rethinking your own home’s look. 

There’s also a coff ee bar serving local BLK & Bold
coff ee in handmade mugs by Ames’ Alfar Pottery
(you can purchase these and other local brands, 
including Fontanelle and Monarch Pottery at check-
in). At night, enjoy cocktails or wine in the casual 
space, which often hosts live entertainment.

Also on the main level, Mulberry Street Tavern has 
emerged as a delicious new dining option downtown. 
The restaurant, which is open for dinner and Saturday 
brunch, serves upscale pub fare, including oysters 
on the half shell, a pub burger, local tomahawk steak, 
and decadent mac ’n’ cheese. Find local beers on 
tap, as well as cocktails and wine.

THE SURETY

HOTEL PATTEE
Discover one of Iowa’s top boutique 
hotels in Perry, about 40 miles 
northwest of Des Moines. 

Constructed in 1912, the Arts and 
Crafts building is decked in the 
architecture and furnishings of 
the period, including mahogany 
woodwork, a large fi replace in 
the lobby, and the original marble 
fi replace. 

Guests can choose from 40 rooms, 
including themed spaces, such as 
Japanese-inspired, Dutch, Central 
American, and Italian. You can also 
stay in spaces that pay homage to 
Arts and Crafts design icons Gustav 
Stickley and William Morris, as well as 
Iowa’s great bike ride, RAGBRAI.

Bike trails are a top area attraction—
the 90-mile Raccoon River Valley Trail 
cruises through Perry. Cyclists can 
also ride the 20 miles from Woodward 
to Ankeny on the High Trestle Trail 
— a stop for photos and views of the 
Raccoon River Valley at the iconic 
bridge is a must. The hotel provides 
free bike storage.

For those who prefer a more relaxed 
weekend, the hotel features a spa 
as well as a bowling alley. Also, fi nd 
on-site dining at the Pattee Café, with 
local favorites including fi let mignon 
de Burgo and bone-in pork chop.

For visitors staying in the heart of Des Moines, a free 
downtown shuttle (the D-Line) runs every 10 minutes 
between the East Village and Western Gateway Park 
Monday through Friday. Look for the D-Line signs on 
Locust Street and Grand Avenue and be sure the bus is 
marked with the D-line before hopping on.
